Intersputnik’s governing bodies take action

Operations Committee meets for its 12th session in Moscow

In response to an invitation from the Russian Satellite
Communications Company (RSCC), a Signatory of
the Intersputnik International Organization of Space
Communications from Russia, delegations of Intersputnik
Signatories met in Moscow on December 1-2, 2010 to
attend the 12th meeting of the Operations Committee.

The meeting was opened by Mrs. Ksenia Drozdova,
Chair of the Operations Committee, RSCC Deputy
Director General.

The Operations Committee reviewed a wide range
of issues related to Intersputnik’s current activities and
further development. The Organization’s performance
in the period under review was described by Mr. Vadim
Belov, Intersputnik Director General. In his presentation,
Mr. Belov paid special attention to the objectively
unfavorable circumstances, which affected Intersputnik’s
business in 2010. Still Intersputnik was meeting the
targets set in the Finance Plan for 2010. The delegates
supported action taken by the Directorate to implement a
number of satellite projects using the Organization’s orbit
and frequency resource in cooperation with the satellite
operators Spacecom and ABS. The Operations Committee
approved Intersputnik’s policy aimed at further deepening
and stepping up strategic cooperation with RSCC so that
Intersputnik could help expand Russia’s satellite fleet. In
general, the Operations Committee positively appraised
steps taken in the period under review.

The delegates were informed of the further
development of Intersputnik’s satellite telecommunications
system using Intersputnik’s own space segment.
Following the instructions of the Board and the Operations
Committee, the Directorate drew up and circulated to
all members and Signatories a number of proposals
concerning the implementation of the program using
Intersputnik’s orbit and frequency resource at 16° W and
78° E. Tentatively, Ukraine, India, Mongolia, Kazakhstan
and Russia expressed interest in joining this project.
Preliminary consultations showed that it was indeed
possible to procure Intersputnik’s own space segment.
Also, the Directorate approached major satellite system
manufacturers and financing and investment groups
and suggested that they consider participating in the
project. After reviewing this information, the Operations
Committee instructed the Directorate to continue working
on the project.

Special attention at the meeting was paid to
Intersputnik’s financial and economic indicators. When
discussing the corresponding item of the agenda, the
Operations Committee approved Intersputnik’s Finance
Plan for 2011 and made other decisions on this issue.

Also, the delegates reviewed a report presented by
the President of the Organization’s subsidiary Intersputnik
Holding, Ltd. and describing steps to be taken to help
telecommunications operators run by the holding
company out of the difficult economic situation resulting
from the global financial and economic crisis. These plans
are aimed at minimizing the effect of the crisis on the
performance of the companies managed by Intersputnik
Holding, Ltd.

The delegates spoke in favor of cooperation
between Intersputnik and the Telecommunications
Administration of the Russian Federation and supported
the conclusion of the Agreement between Intersputnik
and the Telecommunications Administration of the
Russian Federation governing the conditions and
procedure applicable to the performance of the
Notifying Administration’s functions by the Russian
Telecommunications Administration acting on behalf of a
group of Intersputnik member countries.

The Operations Committee discussed and approved
the Concept and Plan of festive events to be held on
the occasion of Intersputnik’s 40th anniversary to be
celebrated in November 2011.

Intersputnik’s development strategy

Approved at the XXXVIII session of the Board,
Intersputnik’s  development strategy aims at using
frequency resources in several GSO positions to establish
satellite telecommunications systems in cooperation with
the member countries. In addition to the capacity offered
on commercial terms and conditions on the open market,
a large share of the transponders on planned spacecraft
will be assigned for government applications in interested
Intersputnik member countries.

During phase 1 of the development strategy, a medium-
class spacecraft is planned to be built and launched
to cover the Atlantic Ocean region, Europe and Africa.
The payload of the future satellite will include C-band
transponders in wide-coverage beams and several zone
beams in the Ku band for telecommunications and DTH
services. Later, another orbital slot is going to be used over
the Indian Ocean region to cover Eastern Europe, Central
Asia and East Africa in the Ku band.

Intersputnik’s commercial performance

New satellite — Express AM4

In 2011, the Russian Satellite Communications
Company is going to deploy at 80°E its Express AM4
satellite, which is a heavy spacecraft intended for
telecommunications and broadcasting. This satellite will
carry C, Ku, L and Ka-band transponders to cover Russia

and the CIS, the Middle East and the Indian Ocean region.
As a long-term partner of RSCC, Intersputnik is holding
meetings with strategic and potential customers to set up
a customer base for this satellite and later have contracts
signed for Ku-band capacity.

In Q4 2010 another five transponders were brought into
use on Eutelsat's W7 satellite (36°E) under an agreement
on cooperation signed earlier between Intersputnik and the
French operator.

Isatel’s new projects in the second half of 2010.

Since May 2010 lIsatel LLC as Intersputnik Holding
Ltd.’s primary subsidiary has won several bids invited
by government and private companies. In the first
place, it is the tender for the supply of equipment and
construction of a TV broadcasting teleport for Amur-Media
in Blagoveshchensk (project completed in August 2010)
and the tender for equipment supplies, satellite network
upgrading and lease of telecommunications channels in
the interests of the oil company Nord Imperial. The network
consists of 15 VSAT terminals and a hub at Tomsk (project
currently nearing completion).

When relocating Tomskneft’s satellite network to the
replacement satellite Yamal-200 No.2 after the failure of

e

Express-AM1, Isatel fully upgraded the hardware of the
Customer’s nine earth stations.

Earlier this year lIsatel started cooperating with the
cellular operator TELE-2. In September Isatel completed a
satellite network for TELE-2 to be used to lease satellite
channels for GSM backhaul in remote communities in the
Tomsk region.

On July 16, 2010 Isatel signed a contract for the supply
of equipment and provision of satellite telecommunications
services to Vavilon-T, a major alternative fixed service
operator. Under this contract five stations will be brought
into use in hard-to-reach mountain regions in Tajikistan.
Today, the stations are about to be connected.
